The other sprint races did not go as well for the team. Sthddedtrackof the #5 sled deailed durihg the Pro
Am race while running inBplace. The deailed track destroyed the hyfax on the suspension and damaged some of the
metaltrack guide clips. The crew worked quickly topltbe rear suspension out of the sled tepairthe damaged
parts and get it back out for the rest of the races. They managed to complete the repairs but not in time for the start of
the Pro Mod Shootout.
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The team switchedocus from the sprint races to the 300 lap enduro race. Kevin qualified the #5 sled il the 5
starting position and was ready toake up for the earlier diappointment. About 40 laps into the race the sled was
runninggreat. The newipes were making great power and Kevin was driving the sled deep into the corners turning
extremely fast lap times. About 40 lajpsthe belt blew going down the front straighgutting us a couple of laps down.
Kevin was able to change thelben the track and when green flag flew again Kevin began to make up lost ground.




He quickly moved passed the leaderaking up for the lost laps but theffort would soon be fonothing. The
damage to the metal track clips was too much &nel track derailed a 2° time around lap 60. The crew got the track
back into position on the rear skid and we went back out for a few more laps when afteilig a 3' time, the team
had no choice but to scratch from the race. It was a disappwjntiay to sta the enduro season but we are excited
aboutthe racepacked scdhedule of theupcomirg weeks. The team will be headito Brimley, Ml for the Saturday one
day MIRA event aftewhich we will makehe short tripover to the Soo and bégqualifying for the-600 on the
following Tuesday.
